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The acronym “A CRASH PLAN” is used in veterinary medicine to outline a method of examination. 
· Life-threatening conditions must be treated first. 

· Use this method to assure a complete physical examination is done on each patient following initial assessment. 

A - Airway 

C - Circulation
R - Respiratory
A - Abdomen
S - Spine
H - Head 

P - Pelvis
L - Limbs
A - Arteries and Veins
N - Nerves
